PHOENIX, Ariz. (August 6, 2009) –The Phoenix Regional Sports Commission, in partnership with APS, held the Inaugural Youth Sports Summit on Thursday August 6, 2009. The Summit was held at the Scottsdale Marriott McDowell Mountains located in North Scottsdale Arizona.
Over 60 leaders within Maricopa County and area youth sports programs convened on August 6th to engage in a dialogue that would address issues regarding youth sports programs. The Sports Commission wanted the group to develop specific problem areas and suggest potential plans to execute. The ultimate goal is for the Phoenix Regional Sports Commission to have an idea of where their help is needed the most and what can reasonably be expected of them to help alleviate the concern.
Phoenix Regional Sports Commission President Jon Schmieder commended the team efforts on behalf of all the attendees for their participation and contribution.  “The Sports Commission and APS were able to put together an event that exceeded our expectations.” Schmieder said. “This event was a fantastic example of how dedicated Maricopa County is to the achievement of area youth sports programs. It was truly inspiring and the Sports Commission looks forward to doing its part to contribute!”

There was an overwhelming positive response to the activities held throughout the day and for the event itself. Attendees were thrilled to be a part of a program that brought their peers together and focused all of their efforts on bettering youth programs. 
It was agreed upon at the Summit that PRSC will provide a detailed execution plan by December 15, 2009. The group was able to develop two major issues and build creative approaches to addressing them. With these areas of focus, the Sports Commission will begin the task of developing a strategy to implement the information into a working program.
The Sports Commission has already taken steps to procure funding for this project. On September 14, 2009 PRSC will host a Golf Marathon which the proceeds will go towards supporting the youth program that is designed.
